Guidelines for selection of branch, allotment of seat and payment of tuition fee

on 24 July 2011, Sunday, in the college campus 

(Please read carefully before participating in open counselling)

	In response to our notification dated 11 July 2011 that was published in seven daily news papers [Eenadu (Telugu), Saakshi (Telugu), Andhra Jyothi (Telugu), Deccan Chronicle (English), Hindu (English), Siasat (Urdu) and Milap (Hindi)], that was placed on our website www.brecw.ac.in and that was also put on the college notice boards, two hundred and ninety five (295) applications have been received, registered and acknowledged.


	2
	The list of registered applicants is now placed on our website www.brecw.ac.in and on the college notice boards.  Two lists are prepared i) on the basis of the EAMCET ranks and ii) on the basis Intermediate (10+2) percentage obtained by the applicants.  These lists contains i) EAMCET rank, EAMCET hall ticket number, name of the applicant and ii) Intermediate (10+2) percentage, Intermediate hall ticket number, the name of the applicant along with scheduled timings for scrutiny of documents and for selection of branch by the applicant.
Applicants are advised to appear for the earliest counseling slot among the two lists.

	No request for change in the scheduled time and date, on any ground, will be entertained.  An absentee applicant will be treated as an applicant who is not interested in admission to this college.

	The registered applicant should bring the following four documents in ORIGINAL and two photocopies of the same :

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	The registered applicant should bring four passport size colour photographs.

	The registered applicants should bring a crossed bank demand draft for                          Rs 95,000 (rupees ninety five thousand) drawn in favour of Bhoj Reddy Engineering College for Women, payable at Hyderabad, towards annual tuition fee for the first academic year of  2011-12.  The payment of fee has to be only through crossed DD.  Cash, cheque, etc will not be accepted.

	The entire process of selection of branch, allotment of seat and payment of tuition fee will be done in the college campus.  The registered applicant, along with a parent or a guardian (one only), should reach the campus of the college one hour in advance of the scheduled time on 24.07.2011, Sunday.  She should get formalities such as verification of certificates completed and be ready by the scheduled time for selection of branch by her and allotment of seat by the management. Each registered applicant will be called, in order of merit from the two lists alternatively for this purpose.

	There will be three display boards – one in the general waiting hall, one in the selection waiting hall and another in the selection hall itself. The branch-wise list of seats for which admissions are done, with names and ranks or Inter percentage of the admitted students, and the branch-wise number of seats that are still available will be displayed. 
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	As soon as a registered applicant, who has been called for selecting a branch, enters the selection hall, she will be given a signed statement (in duplicate) which will contain the branch-wise list of admitted students with rank or Inter percentage and the number of seats still available in each branch.  Based on that statement, she will be requested to select a branch in which seats are available.  The registered applicant, participating in the admission process, will have to record her choice, on the statement given to her, of the branch in which seats are still available and the accompanying parent or guardian, also has to sign the statement and return one copy to the college and retain the second copy for her record.

	If a seat in the branch of her choice is not available and the registered applicant does not want to take a seat that is available in other branches, she has to record her decision on the statement that was given to her and sign it.  The accompanying parent or guardian also has to sign in the statement.  One signed copy should be returned to the college and the second copy should be retained by the applicant for her record.  Such student may leave the selection hall and the campus since no further formalities need to be completed.
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	Once a branch is selected by the applicant from among the branches in which seats are available and the seat in the selected branch is allotted by the management to her, the applicant has to submit her original certificates and the demand draft to                         Shri K Vijaya Bhaskar Reddy, Superintendent, Administrative Department of the College, and obtain an acknowledgment for the documents and the bank DD and a letter of admission. The admitted student’s name, with rank or Inter percentage, will be immediately entered on the display boards in the selection hall and the waiting hall. Thus, the admission process comes to an end for each admitted student.  There will not be any changes in the admissions already done.
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	The tuition fee for the first academic year (2011-12), which is paid by the registered applicant at the time of her being admitted to the college, is non-refundable as the admission process is completed.  A written undertaking has to be signed by the admitted student and the accompanying parent/guardian on a stamped paper in specified format.
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	The students seeking admission into this college and their parents/guardians are requested to cooperate with the College Management so that the admission process is completed in a fair, transparent and non-exploitative manner. 
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	The College Management heartily welcomes all registered applicants to arrive in time, as indicated in the list of registered applicants, for scrutiny of the documents and for selection of the branch.
