The NSS Committee, in collaboration with M/s Vijaya Diagnostic Center, organized a Free Health Checkup
Camp for all staff members on 28 April 2026 in West Block Rooms 401 and 402 from 10:00 AM to 4:00 PM.
The camp aimed to promote preventive healthcare and create awareness about the importance of regular health
monitoring.The event was inaugurated by our Secretary, Dr. V. Sudha, Chief Operating Officer Dr. Ch. Sujatha
Gangadhar, and Director HR & Academics Dr. Gracy Saila Sree through a ribbon-cutting ceremony.
