Internal assessment

1. Students are made batches and each batch consisting of 2 or 3 students

2. Students are supposed to give two seminars for projects, one for analysis & design and another for implementation & execution

3. The schedule for major project work review will be displayed in the department notice boards. During the reviews, the committee members will evaluate the work progress and award 50 marks. Similarly concerned project internal guide also evaluates the work for another 50 marks. Average of both should be considered at the end.
